GRAMMAR

The Past Tense:
In the past tense, Russian verbs do not change according to person. They change
only according to gender and number.



To form the past tense of verbs with the suffix -1b in the infinitive (4nta-Tb, N3y4a-
Tb) the suffix -1b is dropped and the suffix -m, -na, -0 and -nu is added to the stem
of the infinitive. For example:

Verb uuta\ts (to read)

YUTA -J1 for masculine gender
qUTa-j1a for feminine gender
YUTA-JIO for neuter gender
IUTA-TTN for the plural

In the past tense, the verb 6bITH (to be) is never omitted in the following type of
constructions.
