Maroof Ar-Rusaafi was born in 1292 A.H./1875 A.D. in Baghdad where he received his
education. Later he taught Arabic language and literature in Baghdad. Thereafter he joind Royal
High School of Constantinople as a teacher of Arabic language and literature. Afterwards he joined
Waezeen School. Then he was appointed as a professor at Darul Muallimeen (College of Edcuation).
During the same period he became a member of Ottoman Council. Later he was appointed as Vice-
president of Translation Bureau of Ministry of Education.

Rusaafi was brave, sensitive and true lover of his people. He wanted to improve their political,
social and economic conditions. His poetry has the tinge of classical language. However his style is
novel and simple but does not fall short of poetic beauties and principles of music. His collection of
poems is known as "Ar-Rusaafiyaat" which is arranged in accordance with topics such as

philosophy, politics, history, etc.
