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Mohammed Igbal is one of the greatest poets of
India. He was born in 1877 at Sialkot. He got his
education in Lahore city. After this he went to England
and there he obtained the doctorate degree in Philosophy.
During this period Igbal travelled in Europe. He returned to
India after three years. Mohammed Igbal expressed his
thoughts and viewpoint through poetry both in Persian and
Urdu languages. In the poetic works he has expressed
Philosophy of Khudi (self realization).

He has given the message of action and continuous struggle

to the people of Asia. Due to this reason Igbal has been

named as poet of the East (Shair-e-Mashrique). He expired

in 1938 at Lahore.

Asrar-e-Khudi, Rumooz-e-Bekhudi, Payam-e-

Mashrique and Zabor-e-Ajam are his famous books

written in Persian. Bang-e-Dara, Bal-e-Jibrael and Zarb-
e-Kaleem are his poetic works in Urdu.
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
