There are two types of plural in Arabic:(J\-w & (Sound Plural) and }«gﬁ & (Broken Plural).

Sound plural: If all the vowels and consonants of the singular word retains then it is called Sound
plural. It is based on standard pattern. If the word is Masculine then the plural of that word is called
Masculine Sound Plural (PJL“’ ; des &——>) and for feminine word, plural will be called Feminine
Sound Plural (pdlw &4 3o aer).

Hence the sound plural also has two kinds: Masculine sound plural (,Jl-w S &-r) and Feminine

sound plural (VJL“’ S §e ).
Method of making Masculine Sound Plural: It is based on the standard pattern i.e. add ‘83’ at the
end of masculine singular word in nominative case. Eg.& }a-LM from ;.L«;

And in accusative and genitive case add * 0-1 at the end of masculine singular word.
