Participates in a conversation and speaks briefly
on a familiar topic.

Reads text written by different people.

Compares various programmes with some
preparation.

Writes a continuous and meaningful passage.
Writes a description of a given process.
Describes things, pictures, events, etc. in English
using simple and short sentences.
